→  Points will accrue only after PAID membership. Any points 
earned BEFORE membership is paid are not calculated. 

→ Points tallied on a one horse/rider team for all divisions 
except Open. 

→  Must show in at least 2 CVPHC APHA approved shows 
and/or CVPHC approved or sponsored open  shows. 

→  Points will be tallied by APHA point system for APHA 
APPROVED SHOWS and/or the CVPHC Open show 
program point system for open shows. 

APHA approved Show High Point Rules 
 

 Futurity Classes are not eligible. 
 All entries must meet current APHA ownership 
rules, be current members in good standing with 
APHA. 

 Points tallied with one horse, one rider team for all 
divisions EXCEPT: Open and SPB/BS, all classes 
will be tallied. 

 A halter class IS required to be eligible for Hi Point 
awards. 

 Points will be tabulated by APHA point system.
